Who controls the supply of food? And what does that mean for democracy? 


In Haiti and Brazil, social movements have challenged agricultural policy by calling for “food sovereignty” – democratic organization of the means of producing food. These organizers halted Monsanto’s intervention in Haiti after the earthquake and expelled Syngenta’s GMO research from Brazil. What is the future for food sovereignty?
